As a result of the remarkable growth In
Information and communication technology (ICT),
combined with the phenomenon of rapid product
obsolescence, discarded electronic  equipment
otherwise called e-waste, IS now recognized as
the fastest growing waste stream ;

These obsolete equipment are mostly exported to

A About 500 container -loads of e-waste enter Into

Nigeria through the Lagos ports every month ;

A‘|7About 2% of these Imported materials are fully
functional and can be directly re-used, about 5%
can be put to use with minimum repairs, another
15-20% can have their components used for local
repairs, while the rest are unusable and end up as
junks .

A The e-wastes are eventually discarded at open
dumpsites and burnt ;

A The disposal methods are not environment -
friendly and pose health hazards ;
